The ability to combine metric data with the 
company properties levels up the type of analysis 
VCs can do in Visible. By pairing quantitative data 
with property fields such as dates, you can conduct 
analysis on cohorts and even view narrative updates 
on company performance— all in the same view.

1.	 Fund — Investments in Fund I vs. Fund II, etc. 

2.	 Location — Based on company geographic location

3.	 Company Status — This includes fundraising status, company 
health, if they’ve exited, etc. We commonly see VCs use a 
quick health or tier status to quickly filter companies (e.g. 
Health = green, yellow, red) 

4.	 Market or Sector — Based on what market or vertical where 
the company operates. 

5.	 Partner — Based on the partner at the firm that has the 
relationships or invested in the company.
